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1.0 Executive Summary  

Rosslyn Park FC appointed Cascade Communications Ltd (Cascade) in February 2013 to manage pre 

application consultation with neighbours and political stakeholders on proposals for the construction 

of three digital outdoor advertising hoardings. A proposal which has been developed in order to

This report sets out a summary of the consultation that has taken place on the proposals during the 

pre-planning stage. This has included: 

- A survey of club members on attitudes towards the club and ways to increase income 

revenue streams  

- A four page brochure distributed to club members, neighbours and political stakeholders 

giving details on the clubs history and proposals for an outdoor advertising scheme 

- Meetings with political stakeholders including LB Wandsworth Council leader Cllr Ravi 

Govindia and constituency MP Justine Greening  

- An Exhibition on display in the Club House from March 2014 providing detailed information 

on the proposals and aspirations for the clubΩs development 

- Distribution of  a letter to 150 neighbouring households giving details of the proposals and 

inviting residents to attend a public exhibition in April 2014  

- A public exhibition held at Rosslyn Park FC on Wednesday 16th April 2014  

- Regular updates provided on the website www.rosslynpark.co.uk ŀƴŘ Ǿƛŀ wƻǎǎƭȅƴ tŀǊƪ C/Ωǎ 

e-newsletter Park Life  

- A questionnaire (also available online) at Rosslyn Park FC end of season home games in April 

2014

The response to the pre application consultation has been very encouraging with 90% of members 

supporting proposals to generate income from hosting outdoor advertising in the grounds at the 

membership survey in March 2013 and 95% of respondents to our questionnaire in April 2014 

supporting our current design proposals.  
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2.0 Background  

Rosslȅƴ tŀǊƪ C/ ƛǎ ƻƴŜ ƻŦ [ƻƴŘƻƴΩǎ ōŜǎǘ ƪƴƻǿƴ wǳƎōȅ clubs; founded in 1879 the club was the first 

English team to play international rugby in 1892 and has produced a stream of top class players 

including Prince Obolensky, Andy Ripley, Martin Offiah and Danny Cipriani. The club currently has 

over 3,000 members and runs 7 adult sides including one semi pro, one ladies and 5 amateur ƳŜƴΩǎ 

teams.

England. Rosslyn Park currently has over 900 minis/youth playing members, boys and girls, between 

the ages of 5 and 18, all of whom are drawn from local schools. Analysis of our membership shows 

that 270 mini and youth playing members are local LB Wandsworth residents and over 120 are local 

residents from LB Richmond. The youth programme is supported by over 100 volunteer coaches and 

50 volunteer referees.  

Rosslyn Park is also famous for its National Schools Sevens tournament, commonly known as the

teams participating. Now played over five days with the finals at Rosslyn Park FC it involves over 650 

teams and 7,500 participants aged from 13-19 with boys and girls taking part. The club also runs the 

Rosslyn Park Injury Trust a charity to assists both those who suffer injuries whilst playing rugby but 

also young people suffering injuries from other sports. 

In recent years the Club has struggled financially and have had to be increasingly creative in fund 

raising to run the club facilities and maintain the extensive youth and community programmes. The 

ground and facilities are rundown and in need of upgrading to allow the club to maintain the 

standards for which Rosslyn Park FC is known. 

Like most large sports clubs, Rosslyn has significant operating costs and currently all income is 

derived from ƳŜƳōŜǊΩǎ fees, ticket sales, sponsorship and the generosity of our members. The 

current cost of running the club is around £720,000 per annum but raising such an annual sum 

through existing channels is no longer possible and we are having to consider making significant 

downgrades to our existing rugby offering across all club sections if new revenue sources cannot be 

identified. Commercial income is close to saturation point and there is a real need to find new 

commercial streams to secure the clubs sustainable future. Existing facilities offer limited 

opportunity for commercial diversification unless significant improvement can be made to the 

current infrastructure.

Roehampton Lane is ideally suited for hosting one of the new generation of digital advertising 

boards as it does not immediately overlook any residential properties. We have been advised by 

Cresta Media who are experts in unlocking opportunities for developing outdoor digital and large 

format advertising sites. The proposals are for three architecturally designed advertising hoardings 

to be situated along the A205 Upper Richmond Road.  

The club estimates that the displays will generate an annual income of between £170,000 and 

£240,000. The extra revenue will give the club greater financial security and be used to tidy up and 
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improve the clubs appearance on the Upper Richmond Road and allow us to continue to play an 

active role in the local community.  

The additional income would also allow us to make significant improvements to the club including:  

- Build a solid infrastructure around the 4G pitch to maximise usage for playing members and 

to encourage our youth and minis section to grow 

- Replace the out of date floodlight system with a more economic one 

- Install a sheltered stand with toilet amenities on the Upper Richmond road side, so our 

members can view the rugby from a safe environment 

- Improve shower and hot water facilities for the increased playing membership  

- Introduce a full time community outreach programme providing the local schools and clubs 

with a coaching service

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3.0 Relevant Policy

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4.0 Pre Application Consultation  

The purpose of the pre-application consultation was to: 

1. Identify the level of community engagement required, 

2. Speak to stakeholders in advance of submitting an application to understand what the 

issues were likely to be and identify their concerns, thus allowing for amendments and 

changes to be made to the emerging scheme prior to the design being finalised, 

3. Identify any specific issues and what the main issues were likely to be as the application was 

prepared, 

пΦм aŜƳōŜǊΩǎ Survey 

On March 11th 2013 a survey was sent out by email to the membership to gather its views on the 

current strengths and weaknesses of the club, as well as to gather its ideas on how it might improve. 

Members were sent reminders to fill in the survey; it was available online for 30 days.  187 members 

responded to the survey. A copy of the membership survey is included in Appendix 1. The results of 

the survey are summarised below:  

The first question asked for respondents name and contact details.

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In addition to the suggestions above, members were given the opportunity to suggest other 

improvements.  31 members provided additional answers. The key themes are outlined below.   

1. Parking 

Parking was seen as an area in need of improvement by 7 members who commented that it can 

be challenging. Carrying out improvements to the park entrance was suggested by 3 members. 

One member also suggested improving the transport links locally as a way of increasing visitors.  

2. Marketing 

Better marketing of the facilities was a key improvement that 7 members raised, while other 

ideas included doing more with the current printed programmes and increasing the visual 

presence at the entrance to the park. The website was mentioned 4 times as in desperate need 

of updating so that it can compete with other club websites. 

3. Facilities 

The need to improve the facilities was mentioned 9 times, with improvements to the showers 

and toilets, stand and pitch as the main focus. One member suggested that the bar staff should 

receive some additional training as well.  

4. Interaction 

4 members suggested that improving the links between different teams would help boost the 

club. Cross team training both in the club and with other sports clubs could also be an idea. 

More events in the evening and on Fridays to increase the team atmosphere. Some suggested 

that there is a slight elite feel within the club and this needs to be addressed as it is putting other 

members off.

1. Mix of ability and members.  

The mixture in levels and abilities at Rosslyn Park was seen as its biggest strength, with 84 

members highlighting this. The dedication to younger members of the club, as well as promoting

there was seen to be a place for everyone who wanted to have a go. The willingness of members 

to get involved in coaching the youth teams as well as the number of different tournaments was 

seen as the biggest selling point, when combined with the friendliness as highlighted below. 

2. Atmosphere 

Over 66 members commented on the amazing atmosphere of the club, highlighting the 

friendliness of members, volunteers and the management team. The openness of the club, and 

the sense of community were seen as a key strength of the club with the ethos seen as being 

welcoming with a strong family focus. There are strong bonds between members, with some 

friendships made through the club lasting a lifetime.  

3. History and heritage

The links to the past and its traditional values are viewed as a key attraction, with statements 

that this has led to generations of the same family playing and being active at the club.   

4. Quality of the Rugby 

37 mentions of the high quality of rugby played at the club, with comments on both the games 

played and the progress of the teams. The dedication of the trainers is seen as a major plus for 
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the club with links to rugby events, such as the Floodlight 7s highlighting the club as one of the 

best. This is also highlighted by the 44 members who were proud of the results achieved by the 

club and the reputation the club has nationally.   

5. Location

and the ease of access as the main positives. A number of members did suggest that the club 

should try to market itself better in the local area as there are a number of neighbours who 

might be willing to join or make donations.  

6. The facilities 

The club house itself received the largest proportion of the 25 mentions around the quality of 

the facilities, with the food and drink on sale being mentioned a number of times. The quality of 

the facilities was linked to price, with 8 members highlighting that they felt that they were 

getting very good value for money, and though drinks were seen as a little on the expensive side 

the overall cost was seen as very reasonable based on the location.

1. Funds 

The lack of funds and support was mentioned by 29 members, along with a further 27 mentions 

that the club would benefit from more sponsors. There was a feeling among the members that 

not enough had been done to engage with residents in the surrounding area with 17 members 

highlighting this as a good way to increase membership and promote attendance at key fixtures. 

Some suggestions that more advertising should be done in club literature and in surrounding 

pubs and shops.  

2. The facilities 

The facilities complaints, of which there were 56, can be split into three categories. Firstly the 

lack of investment in the shower and changing areas is a common issue but is never the only 

issue mentioned ς members understand that they will be improved once funding has been 

found. The quality of service received at the bar, along with the price was raised frequently and 

seen as a reason for the dwindling numbers in the club over the past few years. The reduced 

usage has also been linked to the distance between the playing area in Richmond Park and the 

club house, as well as the location of some of the games which prevent watching parents from 

being able to be in the warm. A few mentions of the reduction in social events in the bar having

3. The grounds  

The quality of the grounds was raised over 80 times as a major weakness of the club with two 

main issues coming up: the ramshackle stand and the single pitch. Comments on the stand 

highlight that it has not changed since the 70s and is now in desperate need of replacement. The 

pitch is seen to be suffering and difficult to play on in wet weather. A number of questions were 

raised around the future of the site and whether the club should move or try to buy the ground 

outright. A strong sense of disconnect between the club house and Richmond Park comes up 

frequently. Parking is also seen as an issue and raised directly by 7 members.   
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4. Rugby 

There is a bubble of hostility within the membership of people who feel that there is a lack of 

progression through the different teams ς with a strong focus on some leagues and a disregard 

for others. This was mentioned by 38 members who feel that there is too much focus on some of 

the higher profile teams, while the others were over-subscribed (a mention of 45 members in 

one team) and under-valued. There was also a suggestion that there was little opportunity for 

players who had grown up with the club post the age of 16/17. 

5. Communication 

A perceived lack of communication between the management and the members was mentioned 

20 times throughout this section of the survey. A feeling that the website could be improved to 

be less cluttered, and that feedback from members should be sought more often, as well as 

acknowledging that some members might be able to use their professional skills to help with 

club.  

The response to the question ΨDo you think that Rosslyn Park could be better at engaging with the 

local community? If so how?Ω is summarised below: 

1. Opening up the park 

7 members suggested hosting an open day at the park to allow non-members to come and see 

the facilities, while 6 members suggested that other community events should take place, such 

as concerts and festivals to increase awareness. 17 members suggested giving local residents 

discounted ticket entry to the club, or vouchers off food and drink to encourage them to come 

for the first time. Increasing the number of matches, and promoting themed days or charity 

events could also bring new visitors.  

2. Advertising  

Improved advertising of the club was mentioned by 22 members. Mail-outs in the local area to 

improve awareness of the club was suggested by 11 members, while advertising the club at 

other local sporting events, such as in the Fulham FC programme was mentioned by 5 members. 

Posters in local establishments ς such as pubs, clubs, shops, markets ς and the suggestion of a 

hoarding along the South Circular. The name was mentioned by 7 members who raised the issue 

that Rosslyn Park did not mean much in terms of locale and that the club should think about 

changing it.  

3. Local organisations.  

47 members suggested the liaison with local schools and universities should be increased to 

both raise the profile of the club and get some new players. It might also encourage more 

children to want to attend games, while bringing along their parents who would spend money in 

the bar. Other organisations that could be approached are the local Scout and Guide groups, 

Rotary clubs and local TRAs.  

4. Press coverage 

Press coverage of the club and what is happening was suggested by 11 members. The aim of this 

would be to highlight more information on the clubs and the games that are coming up rather 

than just announce the results which is the impression given by members on what is currently 

happening.  
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5. Sponsorship 

Local companies were seen as a good way to raise both awareness of the club and generate 

sponsorship. 9 members suggested approaching local companies and seeing what deals could be 

done to link up ς with the club carrying their logos / company information in programmes and 

them sponsoring an aspect of the club, this could be a team or a facility, like the stand.   

6. Using the facilities 

Opening up the club locally is a way to make money and was suggested by 23 members who saw 

this as an opportunity to increase awareness of the club. The facilities however would need to 

be improved and the success would depend on an improved service. It was suggested that if an 

artificial pitch could be installed there would be an increased demand from external parties for 

the use of the club. The club could also allow local groups to use the ground during the week, 

and could potentially make money by opening up the club house to parties and corporate 

events. 

The response to the question ΩThe management of the club is currently examining a number of 

potential ways to generate new income to enable us to improve facilities, services and expand 

local membership. Listed below are some of the options we are considering, please indicate how

1. Catering 

The quality of the catering, along with the prices at the bar and the short opening hours was the 

largest area that members highlighted that could add value to the Park. 27 comments were 

made along these lines, with a suggestion from members that if more events happened in the 

club house, and if it was open more frequently they would be happy to spend money. This was 

also linked as an opportunity for the club, with improved catering the club house could be 

rented out to corporations for other events. 11 members raised this as an easy and positive way 

to increase funds.  

2. Facilities  

The provision of an all-weather pitch as an asset to the club was mentioned by 12 members, a 

number of whom also linked this with an ability to market the club more widely. 7 suggestions 
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that the stand could be improved to ensure that spectators are well looked after. Parking was 

mentioned 4 times along with a couple of suggestions that the club should publicise the 

transport options for supporters and players to encourage them to come by public transport

area, 3 mentions, and a health spa which received 8 mentions.  

3. Marketing 

Marketing the club, with a focus on updating current members through an improved website 

and newsletters was mentioned 3 times, while better engagement was mentioned 4 times. The 

majority of members want to see the club succeed, and the suggestions on how to raise money 

through local sponsorship, raffles, members events and more matches on Fridays was 

mentioned 5 times. 

The response to the question ΨAre there any other comments you would like to make about how 

the club is run or the opportunities you think there may be for the future?Ω is summarised below:  

1. Promotion 

11 members commented that the club should increase its visibility both locally and on a wider 

scale. Suggestions include making more of the history of the park, including 4 suggestions that 

an Alumni Society should be set up to tap into past members and players. Increased advertising 

through newsletters and better signage were also mentioned. 7 comments about the website 

highlighting that it is out of date were made, including one suggestion that it still advertised last 

year's fixtures. 

2. Increase numbers 

There were two distinct sections of comments advising how numbers could be increased. Half 

thought this could be achieved through new visitors. 9 suggestions of hosting more events at the 

club, both matches on Fridays and allowing others to use the club for art fairs, speaker events 

and school sports. The need to improve the facilities was seen as a barrier with 7 members 

mentioning that investing in better facilities, along with an artificial pitch, would increase 

demand. The second half felt that the club would benefit from retaining the visitors they have 

through the provision of better services. A request for better trained staff was made by 3 

members, along with 9 requests for better food - rugby food - to be served to encourage people 

to stay after games. Better local involvement to make the club a place to visit if you live locally 

was mentioned 6 times. 

3. The grounds 

A few members questioned the long term security of the club, with three suggesting that the 

club should look to move its location, and 7 suggesting that the club should link up with other 

clubs. There is a strong difference of opinion on whether the club should aim for promotion or 

not, however there is a general plea that the money to help the club should come from general 

fees and membership rather than costs to the team players. There is a divide between those 

who want decreased membership and increased gate fees, and the reverse. Also a call by 2 

members that OAPs should get reduced rates to encourage them to attend games. 

4.2 Information Brochure

for outdoor advertising as well as a summary of the results from the membership survey was made

2013. The full list of stakeholders contacted is included in Appendix 2.  

4.3 Public Exhibition  

A public exhibition on proposals for outdoor advertising at Rosslyn Park FC was held at Rosslyn Park 

on Wednesday 16th April 2014. A letter, informing neighbours of the proposals and inviting them to 

attend the exhibition, was distributed to 150 households on Vine Road, Roehampton Lane, Woking 

Close, Rock Land and Upper Richmond Road. The letter was also sent to stakeholders including the 

local ward councillors and the Leader of LB Wandsworth council. The letter gave contact details 

including an email address, phone number and freepost address by which local residents could

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6.0 Analysis 

Overall the response to the pre application consultation has been very positive 90% of our members 

supported proposals to generate income from hosting outdoor advertising in the grounds and 95% 

of respondents to our public exhibition questionnaire supported our current design proposals. 95% 

of respondents also agreed that Rosslyn Park FC is an important asset to the community. Individual 

aspects of the scheme such as the investment and improvement of the clubs facilities received high 

levels of support at both the ƳŜƳōŜǊΩǎ survey and the public exhibition questionnaire.  

The consultation response did raise a number of issues including the design and architecture the 

advertising hoardings, improvements to the club and the installation of new floodlights.

Advertising hoardings  

5 comments were made on the design and placement of the advertising hoardings along the Upper 

Richmond Road. One Comment asked about the size of the hoardings and asked for more 

information on whether the hoardings will be illuminated at night and what sort of advertising will 

be on display. Four comments were supportive of the proposals and believed that the construction 

of the hoardings will not have a negative impact on the surrounding environment. One comment 

encouraged the club to use the roadside netting for advertising and suggested that there is room for 

more than the 3 hoardings proposed.

One 

of comments referred to the amount of rugby offered already in the community and suggested that 

money could be better spent in other directions. Three comments were made on the installation of a 

4G artificial pitch, two comments disagreed with the proposal suggesting that it was an unnecessary 

investment and would cost too much to maintain.  

In response to these issues Rosslyn Park will ensure that in any redevelopment of the club is carried 

out in the best interests of our players and members. Rosslyn Park is a club with a long history of 

being friendly and inclusive and this ethos will be at the heart of any future development. The 

proposals are intended to improve the existing facilities and secure the clubs long term sustainable 

financial future. The Community outreach programme is an important part of our aspirations and 

will encourage young people to start playing rugby and building a relationship with the club from an 

early age. For the club to grow it is important to be present and play an active role In the 

community.

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New Floodlights 

In October 2013 one of the clubΩs floodlights fell into the road and was unable to be repaired. An 

application to install replacement floodlights was granted consent by LB Wandsworth and the newer 

floodlights are now in use at the club. Nevertheless, the proposals for new floodlights form an 

important part of the clubΩs redevelopment plans as the replacement floodlights were funded out of 

membership donations. This is an unsustainable source of revenue and has increased the clubΩs 

debt. The proposals for outdoor advertising will enable us to maintain the floodlights in a better 

state of repair which will be beneficial both to our members and our neighbours to the club.

proposals to replace the out of date floodlight system. Despite this clear support for new and 

improved floodlights one comment in response to the questionnaire, and a number of comments 

made in person at the public exhibition, expressed some concern about the potential impact of the 

new floodlights on properties neighbouring the site. In response to this, the new floodlights are 

more efficient and modern than the old system. Although the floodlights will be brighter on the 

pitch, the new system will ensure the light spill-over affecting neighbours will be dramatically 

reduced and a lower level of lux will be emitted. The lights will also be set up to focus light on the 

pitch to a greater degree than the old system. The installation of the new floodlights will be a key 

part of the regeneration allowing the club to be used for training in the evenings and major events 

such as the national schools sevens and the London floodlit sevens.

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7.0 Summary  

Rosslyn Park has sought to engage with the public and its members from an early stage and the local 

community has been consulted throughout the development of our proposals. The proposals have 

received high levels of support throughout with 90% of our members supporting proposals to 

generate income from hosting outdoor advertising in the grounds and 95% of respondents to our 

public exhibition questionnaire supporting our current design proposals. The level of affection and 

local support for the club has been clear throughout and the response to individual proposals to 

improve the clubs facilities has been encouragingly positive. The proposals for hosting outdoor 

advertising not ensures the clubs long term sustainable financial future but also gives Rosslyn Park 

the opportunity to improve the existing facilities for players and members and establish ourselves as 

an asset to the local community.  

Rosslyn Park will continue to keep local residents and neighbours informed on the schemes progress. 

Information on the proposals has been available to view t the clubs website throughout the pre 

application process and will remain available throughout the planning stages. The dedicated email 

address, phone number and freepost address will also remain live throughout for residents to 

contact the development team with any questions or requests for further information.
